Johnson Lands – Cecil Co., MD

A. Land not called by any name.
1675    Edward      570 acres on Chesapeake Bay and north side of Bohemia River [this land description is not possible (according to the 1776 wall map). The Bohemia River runs into the Elk River well before the Chesapeake Bay. Could the Elk River after its intersection with the Bohmeia River have been called the Bohemia River inn 1675 so that the Bohemia would have run into Chesapeake Bay? If so, this sounds like Elk Neck.]

1705    Edward (decd)   land and house on Elk River, bequeathed by Edward to Anthony Cousine, son of John Cousine. Signed by Thomas Johnson (his mark) [Note:a George Cousine married an Ann Johnson in 1696]

[So Edward died between 1675 and 1705 . Maybe a daughter married a Cousine. Would be nice to see Edward’s actual Will.]

B. Triumph
1678    Henry        1000 acres on Elk River, known as Triumph, to John Hiland – [wonder if Henry was the father of Jane Johnson who married John Hyland in 1685 after John’s first wife died?]

1732 Thomas and Meliscent 279 acres on North side of Elk River, called Upper Triumph. Thomas signed his name. (index page 90)

1736 Thomas (Will) to Rebekah, wife – land on Elk River called Triumph – son Edward, daughter Meliscent, brother Edward

1739      Rebekah – 1000 acres on North side of Elk River called Triumph [wonder if this is the same 1000 acres owned sold by Henry 60 years earlier]

1740 Rebekah – Triumph on North side of Elk River, bought by husband Thomas in 1730 [can’t find this deed?]
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Thomas Johnson resided at "Triumph" CC. Education Literate, Religious Affiliation Protestant. Gent at death, planter, Legislative service Lower House CC 1725-1727, 1728-1731, 1734/35-1737. 1739 (elected to the 1739-1741 Assembly but died before the beginning of the Convention.) Local office Justice, CC 1732-1738/39 (quorum 1737-1738/39.) Captain in Military service. 300 acres at first election, 1726. Significant changes in land between first election and death: purchased 1000 acres in 1730 and may have owned 1100 acres by 1734; sold 668 acres 1731-1733; probably all of his land transaction were in CC, although the boundaries of some tracts may have extended into DE and PA. Will probated March 14 1738/39 CC personal property TEV 404.3.0 current money 9 including 3 slaves, 3 servants, 1 schooner, 1 old boat, 1 canoe, and 1 cidermill FB 36.14.10 :land ca 600-700 acres in CC. [I believe this is “our” Thomas Johnson, who was literate. Thomas who married Jane was not literate, nor was the Thomas with New Amster and Purchase (who may be “our” Thomas Johnson’s father?]

1705    Thomas     200 acres  on West side of Elk River, known as New Amster

1732      Thomas, Sr. (planter), to son, Edward – two tracts, New Amster (200 acres) and Purchase (110 acres). Thomas signed by mark.

1754      Edward – 200 acres West side of Elk River, called Nevan  
D. Purchase
1711    Thomas      110 acres on North side of Elk River, known as Purchase and Brewerton

1732     Thomas, Sr. (planter), to son, Edward – two tracts, New Amster (200 acres) and Purchase (110 acres). Thomas signed by mark.

1748     Edward – to Thomas Johnson, 110 acres on North side of Elk River, called Purchase

J. Johnson’s Addition

1752 Edward Johnson – 278 acres patent

West side of Elk and Adjoins St. John’s Manor, New Amster and Purchase

E. Snow Hills
1715    Thomas(yeoman)   50 acres, East branch of Elk River

1718    Thomas (planter) and Jane – 50 acres, Snow Hills Addition, no waterway. They both signed by mark.

1722    Thomas (planter) and Jane – 200 acres on East branch of Elk River, Snow Hills and Snow Hills Addition.

1739      Thomas (Will) to Jane, wife – land on Susquehannah River; sons Thomas, Edward, William, Daniel and George; Bair Garden and Mulberry Bottom were other lands mentioned.
